BACKGROUND

JUSTIFICATION

The STEMI Education and Training Program Continuation Grant was created to provide
quality education for Emergency Medical Services, hospital Emergency Departments, and
other medical personnel who are involved in the chain of care for patients with suspected or
diagnosed STEMI. This grant will also support data collection and the continued
development of regionalized STEMI care networks and formal system of care.

The Georgia Department of Community Health has renewed the STEMI Education and
Training Program Continuation Grant under the same terms, conditions and the price in
effect at the time of renewal in the amount of $75,000.

DCH presents this funding as a direct award in that Georgia Association of EMS meets the
Federal requirements.
