I, ________________________________ (print name), _______________________ (print title) of ______________________________________________ (print name of authority) (hereinafter referred to as “Authority”), am authorized by virtue of my position to speak on behalf of the Authority.  

The Authority is a public body corporate and politic organized and existing as a “development authority” under the Development Authorities Law, O.C.G.A. Sections 36-62-1 et seq., as amended (the “Act”), which is recognized as being for the benefit of the people of the State of Georgia and as an institution of purely public charity performing an essential governmental function.  O.C.G.A. § 36-62-3.  The Authority is given all of the powers necessary or convenient to carry out the purposes of the Act by various means, including the acquisition of real or personal property desired by such authority to be part of any project.  O.C.G.A. § 36-62-6(5).  As defined in the Act, the term “project” includes “any one or more buildings or structures used or to be used as a skilled nursing home or intermediate care home subject to regulation and licensure by the Department of Human Resources and all necessary, convenient or related interests in land, machinery, apparatus, appliances, equipment, furnishings, appurtenances, site preparation, landscaping, and physical amenities.”  O.C.G.A. § 36-62-2(6)(K).  Development Authority of DeKalb County v. Beverly Enterprises, 247 Ga. 64 (1981).  The Authority is the owner of the __________________________________ (print name of project) (hereinafter referred to as the “Project”).    

Counties and municipalities are authorized to levy and collect taxes for the purpose of providing financial assistance to their respective development authorities or to a joint county and municipal development authority.  O.C.G.A. §§ 48-5-220 and 48-5-350.  Additionally, bonds may be issued by an authority for a project if the authority’s board of directors adopts a resolution finding that such project will develop and promote trade, commerce, industry and employment opportunities for the public good and the general welfare of the State and increase or maintain employment in the territory of the authority.  O.C.G.A. § 36-62-9.  

No project shall be operated by an authority but, rather, shall be leased to, sold to, or managed by, one or more persons, firms or private corporations.  O.C.G.A. § 36-62-7.  If the project is leased, then the lessee shall be required to pay all costs of operating and maintaining the leased property and to pay rentals or installments in amounts sufficient to pay, as applicable, the principal, interest and premium on any bonds as the same shall become due.  If the project is managed, then the management contract shall contain a term not less than the maturity date of the any bonds  issued to finance the managed project and shall provide that all costs of operating and maintaining the project, including any management fees due under the management contract, shall be paid solely from the revenues of the managed project and proceeds of the bonds.  Id.
