The Authority was created for the purpose of developing and promoting, for the public good and general welfare of the ____________________________ and their inhabitants, industry and agriculture within the __________________________ by financing, in whole or in part, the cost of projects involving the development, expansion and promotion of industry, commerce, agriculture, natural resources and vocational training within the  ___________________________. 

As defined in the Act, the term “project” includes “the acquisition of lands, properties and improvements for development, expansion and promotion of industry, commerce, agriculture, natural resources and vocational training; the construction of buildings and plans for the purpose of selling, leasing or renting such structures to private persons, firms or corporations.”  The Authority is the owner of the __________________________________ (print name of project) (hereinafter referred to as the “Project”).    

The Act empowers the __________________________________ to levy and collect an annual ad valorem tax to support industry and agriculture and directs the City or County, as applicable, to pay to the Authority any and all funds derived from such levy.  The Act also empowers the Authority to issue its revenue bonds in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Revenue Bond Law of the State of Georgia, O.C.G.A. § 36-82-60 et seq., as amended, for the purpose of financing the cost of any project in furtherance of the public purpose for which it was created.
